1.
Duration

1.1

1.2  Any expenditure incurred before the Start Date or after the End Date will be ineligible for Grant funding.

The Authorised Representatives and Contact Points for the parties are listed in Appendix 1.  Each party must notify the other in writing of any changes to those listed.

3.
Purpose and Use of Grant


The Applicant:

3.1 Is awarded the Grant for the purpose shown below:

3.2 Shall only use the Grant for the purpose shown in 3.1 and as outlined in the Applicant’s original Application.  Unless agreed in writing by the Council the Applicant shall not use any part of the Grant for another purpose and will, on demand by the Council, repay any amount used for another purpose without the Council’s agreement.

3.3 Shall use the Grant within the Grant period.

3.4 Shall not use any part of the Grant to fund any accumulated deficit.

3.5 Shall notify the Council in writing of any fund received from another source towards the purpose shown in 3.1.

3.6 Shall notify the Council as soon as possible of any actual or potential underspend on the Grant and shall, on demand by the Council, repay any underspend.

4. Payment of Grant

Payment of the Grant shall be made to the Applicant in twelve quarterly payments of equal value.  Each payment shall be made in advance on or around the first business day of the quarter via the Banker’s Automated Clearing System (BACS).

Payments shall be made through the Council’s periodic payments system and no invoices are required.

4.2 
An invoice for each quarter shall be sent by the Applicant to [name/address of Council Officer] within 10 days of the start of the quarter.  Payment will be made by the Council no later than 30 days from the date of the invoice.

If the Council shall determine that any expenditure previously incurred and the subject of a prior instalment does not relate to costs which are eligible for Grant funding or if at any time the Council has paid more than the Council is liable to pay under any provision of the Agreement, the Applicant shall forthwith, on demand in writing, pay to the Council the amount stipulated by the Council as having been overpaid.  If the Applicant becomes aware of any such ineligibility or overpayment, the Applicant shall inform the Council immediately.

5. Annual Activity Programme

By the start of each grant year, the Applicant shall supply the Council with a proposed Annual Activity Programme showing what the Grant will be used for in the forthcoming year.

If the Council believes that the proposed programme is not consistent with the purpose of the Grant, the parties shall discuss the situation and attempt to agree a programme.

The Council reserves the right to end the Grant by giving three months’ notice in writing if, following discussion with the Applicant, it continues to believe that the proposed programme is not consistent with the purpose of the Grant.

6. Monitoring and Reviewing the Use of the Grant 

The Applicant shall assist the Council to undertake any reasonable monitoring of how the Grant is being used.

Within 28 days of the end of each grant year, the Applicant shall supply the Council with a report detailing how the Grant has been used to achieve the agreed Annual Activity Programme.

The Council may wish to discuss the report at an annual review meeting with the Applicant which the Council shall arrange,

If at any time the Council believes that the Grant has been, or is not being, used appropriately, it shall discuss the situation with the Applicant. 

Together with report detailed in 6.2, the Applicant shall additionally supply the Council with a completed Income and Expenditure Form (Appendix 2) for the period, to show how the Grant has been spent.

The Applicant shall retain evidence of how the Grant has been spent for a period of 6 years after the end date.

Protection of Vulnerable Adults and Children


7.1 
The Service Provider shall work in accordance with:

8.
Clawback and Termination

8.1
The Council shall be under no obligation to pay the Grant if any of the clawback or termination 
events listed in Clause 7.3 occur.

8.2
The Council may at its absolute discretion if (in the Council’s opinion) any of the clawback and termination events listed in clause 7.3 occurs:

(i)
suspend the payment of the Grant for such period as the Council shall determine;

(ii)
vary the Grant payable under the Agreement, in which case the payment of funding shall thereafter be made in accordance with the variation notified to the Applicant;

(iii) terminate this Agreement whereupon the Council shall cease to be under any obligation to provide any further funding to the Applicant under this Agreement. In addition the Council may require the Applicant to repay the whole or any part of the Grant previously paid to the Applicant and the Applicant agrees that upon receipt of notice requiring repayment the Applicant shall repay the sums required within 20 days of receipt of such notice.

8.3
The clawback and termination events are as follows:

(i) 
the Applicant does not comply with or observe any condition of this Agreement; or

(ii) 
any claim and/or report submitted by the Applicant does not properly comply with the requirements detailed in this Agreement; or

(iii) 
any information supplied by the Applicant under or in connection with the Grant application proves to be materially incorrect or misleading; or

(iv)
there is evidence of irregularity, impropriety or negligence; or 

(v)
the Applicant, being an individual becomes bankrupt or makes any composition or arrangement for the benefit of its creditors; or

(vi)
the Applicant, being an unincorporated body is dissolved; or

(vii)
the Applicant, being an incorporated body enters into liquidation or has a winding-up order made or (except for the purposes of amalgamation or reconstruction) passes a resolution for winding-up or has an administrative receiver appointed or has possession taken of any property comprised in a floating charge; or

(viii)    if in relation to any contract or grant it has with the Council, the Applicant, or any person employed by the Applicant, commits an offence under the Prevention of Corruption Acts 1896 - 1916 or has given any fee or reward the receipt of which is an offence under Sections 117(2) and (3) of the Local Government Act 1972 or any amendment or re-enactment thereof.

9. Reputation 

The Applicant shall freely acknowledge the source of the Grant and shall not do anything to bring the Council’s reputation and/or standing into disrepute or attract adverse publicity for the Council.

10. 
Notices
10.1 Except where otherwise specified in this Agreement or where otherwise agreed in writing between the Parties, any notice from one party to the other shall be made to the Authorised Representative named in Appendix 1. 

10.2 Any notice required to be given in writing under this Agreement shall be sufficiently served if served personally on the addressee or if sent by prepaid first class post or facsimile to their usual or last known address and if so sent will, subject to proof to the contrary, be deemed to have been received by the addressee on the second business day after the date of posting or on successful transmission, as the case may be. 

11. 
Variations 

Any variation of this Agreement must be made in writing and signed by duly authorised representatives of each party. 

12. General 

The Applicant shall be committed to anti-discriminatory and anti-oppressive practices and policies and shall not discriminate on the grounds of age, race, gender, marital status, religion, sexual orientation or disability.

The Applicant shall not assign the performance of any of its obligations under this Agreement without the Council’s prior written consent.

This Agreement contains all the terms which the Council has agreed in relation to the subject matter of this Agreement and supersedes any prior written or oral agreements, representations or understandings between the Council and the Applicant.

The Applicant shall not and shall procure that its staff do not say or do anything that might lead any other person to believe that the Applicant is acting as the agent of the Council.

No failure by either party to insist upon the strict performance of any condition of this Agreement or to exercise any right or remedy upon breach of any provision of this Agreement shall constitute waiver of any condition or waiver of any subsequent breach or default in the performance of any condition.

The parties to this Agreement do not intend that any of its terms will be enforceable by virtue of the Contracts (Rights of Third Parties) Act 1999 by any person not a party to it.
