Children’s centre core offer
The services delivered in each children’s 
centre will depend on the characteristics of 
its local area. 

Children’s centres can offer:
•	 Good quality early education combined 

with childcare provision for children

•	 Good quality teacher input to the 
development of learning

•	 Family support and outreach

•	 Child and family health services, including 
antenatal services

•	 Support for children and parents with 
special needs and/or disabilities

•	 Effective links with Jobcentre Plus, the 
Family Information Service and training 
providers

•	 A base for childminders to meet and 
share good practise

•	 Partnership working with a range of 
agencies and organisations.

Working in partnership will:
•	 Support childrens’ development

•	 Support families with young children

•	 Support parents returning to or starting 
work

•	 Encourage the sharing of expertise, 
information and local knowledge

•	 Provide a range of services and avoid 
duplication.

Worcestershire’s children’s centres 
principles:
•	 Children’s centres will focus upon the 

importance of early intervention. This 
may prevent some families getting to 
crisis point and will also support the 
needs of the individual

•	 The range of services will be developed 
to offer families improved access to 
those activities which best meet their 
needs and which will offer opportunities 
to improve family life

•	 Families will be encouraged, through 
consultation, to play a full and active 
part in the development and delivery of 
services

•	 Services will be specific to any local 
community and will be flexible in meeting 
changing needs. Each children’s centre 
offers different services as each community 
is different

•	 Agencies and organisations involved will 
maintain a professional approach towards 
the integration and delivery of services

•	 Services will recognise and respond to 
the differing needs of individual families

•	 Children’s centre activity will be 
monitored and evaluated in terms of 
its impact on the health, well-being and 
development of young children, their 
parents and the local community

•	 Inclusive settings with support for children 
with special educational needs.

Children’s centres in Worcestershire
Children’s centres provide a range of services for families in the local community. 
Agencies and organisations work together to deliver services that meet the individual 
needs of both children aged 0 to 5 years and their parents/carers.

Worcestershire is a mixture of both rural and urban areas and has a diversity of 
families and communities. Each children’s centre offers services tailored to meet that 
community’s needs.
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
