The Family Information Service (FIS) provides free and impartial information and advice to parents and carers of
children aged 0-19 in Worcestershire.

All three and four year olds in Worcestershire are entitled to 15 hours of free early education each week, for 38
weeks of the year, from the term following the child’s third birthday. Places are available at day nurseries,
preschools, playgroups or childminders who are part of an approved network and accredited. For more
information and details of where you can take up free early education places, please contact the Family
Information Service.

A limited number of places are available at local authority nurseries and you can apply for a place by contacting
the Headteacher of the school. It is advisable to contact the school as soon as possible after your child’s 2nd
birthday. Please note that admission to a local authority nursery class is separate from admission to First or
Primary school and does not guarantee a place in the reception class of the same school. For more
information on local authority nurseries in your area, please contact the Family Information Service.

The Family Information Service can provide details of local childcare, including before and after school care and
holiday playschemes, as well as options for parents of younger children. Advice is available on how to choose
appropriate childcare along with details of any financial support that may be available. In addition, the FIS has
information on a wide range of sports clubs and leisure activities, support for children with additional needs
and/or disabilities, and information for people interested in working with children, young people and families.

The Family Information Service also provides details of services that can support families, so if you don’t know
who to ask, ask the Family Information Service!

Section 1

11 How does the school system vary within the county?

All schools in the County are co-educational, and all high schools are comprehensive. However, there are
different types of school and there are also differences across the County in the age groups that the schools
provide for, as explained below.

Types of School

Community (C) and Voluntary Controlled (VC) Schools

Worcestershire Local Authority (LA) is the admission authority i.e. it has responsibility for deciding the
arrangements for admitting pupils to Community (C) and Voluntary Controlled (VC) schools including the
admissions criteria.

Foundation (FD) and Voluntary Aided (VA) Schools
The governing body is the admissions authority i.e. it has responsibility for deciding the arrangements for
admitting pupils including their own admissions criteria.

Academies (A) are all-ability, state-funded schools. The governing body and the Headteacher have
responsibility for managing the academy and have responsibility for deciding the arrangements for admitting
pupils including their own admissions criteria.

The individual school governing body is responsible for determining admission and appeal arrangements for
Academies (A), Foundation (FD) and Voluntary Aided (VA) Schools. You will find details of the various
admissions policies adopted in Section 7b.

The admissions policies for Community (C), Voluntary Controlled (VC), Voluntary Aided (VA) and Foundation
(FD) Schools have all been confirmed following consultation with the governing bodies and head teachers of all
schools in the County as well as with members of the Local Admissions Forum and neighbouring LAs.

There are also Special Schools for pupils with special educational needs (SEN) whose needs cannot always be
met by mainstream schools, and information on these arrangements can be found in Sections 2 and 2b of this
booklet.

Age groups for which schools provide
In the County there are two systems: Please refer to area information for details.

Three-Tier System

The areas served by a three-tier system of first, middle and high schools are as follows:

Bromsgrove Evesham Redditch Droitwich Pershore

The three-tier system consists of first schools for pupils from 5 to 8, 9 or 10 years, middle schools for pupils
from 8, 9 or 10 years to 12 or 13 years, and high schools which provide for pupils of 12 or 13 years to 18 years. A
two-tier system of Catholic schools also serves Droitwich, Evesham and Pershore areas. (Please see Section 4:
Catholic Arrangements for details of schools).

Two-Tier System
In the other areas of Worcestershire, there is a two-tier system of primary schools for pupils up to the age of

11, with high schools for pupils over the age of 11.

There are also some differences in the way high schools are organised. In the following areas, the high schools
provide for pupils aged 11 to 16 years. Students then transfer to the Sixth Form College in Worcester (or Ludlow

in the case of Tenbury) or to the Worcester College of Technology:-

NB If the Secretary of State approves the closure of Elgar Technology College in Worcester, and the opening of
Tudor Grange Academy Worcester, the new Academy will have a sixth form

1.2 How to find out about schools?

We have included key information about all Worcestershire schools (except independent schools) in this
booklet.

By far the best way to find out about a school is to arrange a visit to the school. While all schools follow the
national curriculum many have their own unique ethos. Each school publishes its own prospectus and many
have a website you can visit to give you an indication of what the school has to offer your child. You are
advised to contact your preferred schools direct to enquire when they are holding Open Evening/Day events,
as visiting a school and talking to the staff will give you a far greater insight into the provision made for pupils.

Information for Key Stage 2, is available to reference at schools and Libraries. Information for Key Stage 3,
GCSE and A' Level can be found on the Department for Children, Schools and Families website at

1.3 What education opportunities are there after the age of 16?

Connexions Herefordshire and Worcestershire offers a wide range of help for 13-19 year olds, including
information and advice on career planning and assistance with finding suitable employment and training.
Within this overall service, there is a focus on those who need it most. Connexions is funded by central
government and works collaboratively with a number of organisations. Worcestershire County Council is one of
the local partners. The service to young people is provided by Personal Advisers who are all professionally
trained.

Personal Advisers are linked with and work in every secondary school in the county. They liaise with school
careers co-ordinators and other staff to plan careers education, offer careers information and advice and
provide individual support, where appropriate. Connexions produces a series of booklets, for pupils from
year 9 onwards, to help them with learning and career choices. Pupils can also request individual advice
sessions with their Personal Adviser. More in-depth support is available to those with particular needs.

There are full-time Connexions centres in Worcester, Evesham, Redditch, Bromsgrove and Kidderminster and
part-time centres in Droitwich, Pershore and Malvern. Addresses and telephone numbers can be found under
"Connexions Service" in the telephone directory. There are careers libraries in all the full-time Connexions
centres, which contain information on over 500 occupations, HE and FE courses, grants, sponsorships, training
opportunities and leisure, cultural and volunteering activities. Parents/carers may use these facilities at any
time during normal office hours.

Section 1b

11 Are any charges made for school activities?

In general, schools may not charge for the education of their pupils. Every governing body of a school is
required to determine and keep under review a policy covering the circumstances under which charges for any
‘optional extra’ or board and lodging may be levied. Parents and carers are advised to contact the school for a
copy of their Charging and Remissions policy. There are some circumstances in which charges may be made.

Instrumental Music Tuition

For those parents whose children receive instrumental music tuition, or have lessons with one of the County's
specialist teachers, schools are charged an hourly rate for music tuition. It is at the discretion of the individual
school as to whether they pass on this costs to parents and if so at what rate.

Residential Activities

Parents will be required to contribute towards the cost of accommodation and meals for residential activities
organised by the school as part of the curriculum. Transport is provided free of charge to the designated
Outdoor Education Centres, though schools may ask parents for voluntary contributions.

Swimming
No charge is made to parents for swimming instruction organised by the school, though schools may ask for
voluntary contributions.

Examinations

Fees for public examinations are usually paid by the Local Authority. Entry for approved public examinations is
encouraged as long as pupils have a reasonable chance of success. Decisions in these matters are normally left
to the professional judgement of each Headteacher and the school staff. Parents may be asked to pay fees if
pupils fail to attend an examination for which they have been entered.

Meals

There is a duty for all maintained schools to provide a paid meal service where parents require one, this service
need not be by the provision of a hot meal. Some schools have a full catering service provided by a variety of
caterers and others have a sandwich pack service.

Milk

There is no requirement for milk to be provided in schools. However, some schools choose to operate a
European Community Scheme where milk is provided at a subsidised rate and a Department of Health Scheme
providing free milk for the under 5’s. Where milk is provided at a school it must be free to children who are
eligible to free school meals.

National School Fruit Scheme

All children aged 4 to 6 years, who attend schools which participate in the National School Fruit Scheme, will
be entitled to a piece of fruit at break time without charge.

Free Schools Meals
Free school meals are only available to pupils whose parents are in receipt of one of the following:

a) Income Support
b) Job Seekers Allowance - (Income Based)
c) Income- related employment and support allowance —

(this benefit was introduced on 27 October 2008)

d) Support under part V1 of the Immigration and Asylum Act 1999

e) Child Tax Credit, provided they are not entitled to Working Tax Credit and have an annual income,
as assessed by HM Revenue & Customs that does not exceed £16,040

f) Guarantee element of State Pension Credit

Children who receive Income Support OR Income Based Job Seekers Allowance in their own right are also
entitled to receive free school meals.

(Information correct at time of going to press but eligibility for Free School Meals and Child Tax Credit
thresholds are reviewed regularly by central government)

12 Do families on low income have to pay charges?

Charges for music tuition and residential activities mentioned above are not made for children whose parents
net weekly income does not exceed £209 with effect from September 2007. Parents should apply to the
Headteacher of their school. The qualifying income level is reviewed annually.

13 Is there an allowance for essential school uniform?

An allowance may be available for essential school uniform. In the most recent financial year, the essential
clothing allowance was available only for a limited range of items. Grants are considered only for children from
the date they would start school under the County Council’s standard admissions policy and later when they
move on to each stage of schooling. The scheme is subject to revision each year.
