RUNNING IN THE COUNTY.  THE ECCLESIASTICAL ONE AND THE LOCAL
GOVERNMENT (CIVIL) ONE.  A PARISH CAN THEREFORE BE AN
ECCLESIASTICAL PARISH OR A CIVIL PARISH.  THE BOUNDARIES OF THE TWO
MAY NOT BE THE SAME.  THEY MAY HAVE BEEN FORMED AT DIFFERENT
DATES AND THEY MAY HAVE HAD DIFFERENT NAMES.

EG. TARDEBIGGE IS AN ECCLESIASTICAL PARISH BUT IT COMES UNDER THE
CIVIL PARISH OF TUTNAL AND COBLEY.

EXTRA PAROCHIAL - THIS REFERS TO SOME GEOGRAPHICAL
AREAS WHICH WERE NOT ORGANISED
AS PARISHES.  MANY OF THESE AREAS
WERE MADE INTO CIVIL PARISHES
AROUND 1858.  THESE CIVIL PARISHES
HAD NO EFFECT ON THE
ECCLESIASTICAL STATUS OF EXTRA
PAROCHIAL AREAS.
