Additional information

Do I need to book on each walk?

It is recommended that you book your place in advance for each
walk, as places are limited and leaders may not be able to accept
people on the day if all places are taken. To reserve your place,
please contact the Tourist Information Centre in Tenbury (see
back of leaflet for contact details). Under 16s should be
accompanied by an adult.

Can I bring my dog? 

We regret that dogs are not allowed on any of the walks.

Where can I park?

There is a public car park in Tenbury Wells (charges apply). 
Please ensure you park considerately and observe any parking
restrictions. 

What do I need to wear?

We recommend stout footwear, as some paths may be muddy. 
A few layers of warm clothing and a rainproof coat will improve
your comfort. It is recommended that you bring a sunhat and
wear sun cream protection even if it’s overcast! Remember to
pack a drink for the walks.

What facilities are available?

There are a number of local facilities in Tenbury Wells, including
places offering refreshments, banks and pubs.  Public toilets are
located in the Teme Street car park.  However, toilets are not
available on all walks.    

All of the walks are led by experienced walk leaders, with
another person walking at the back of the group. For your own
safety and that of others, please observe instructions given by
the leader at all times. Stated times are approximations. It may
be necessary to alter or shorten the walk depending on
conditions. Walks may be cancelled at short notice due to
adverse weather conditions or for reasons beyond the control 
of the leader.
